Typically ten or more Kiwis have made the trip to Brisbane to join Laser sailors from all over
Australia in an escape from their harsher winter weather, to experience competitive racing
and to enjoy the relaxed and friendly Queensland hospitality. And with a historically high
exchange rate the Kiwis look like coming in record numbers this year.

The fleet is also expected to include Vanessa Dudley, Mark Bethwaite and Greg Adams,
all current world champions in their respective age groups. At least five former Masters
World champions are also intending to enter as part of a 70-strong fleet. While it will be
competitive at the top end of the fleet, as is usual with Lasers, it is in the middle of the fleet
where the club sailors have the most fun fighting it out for bragging rights at the bar after the
race.

For local sailors this is an excellent opportunity to test yourselves in a world class fleet with
minimal travel and at a time of the year that is usually a lot less busy than the Christmas-
New Year period.
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The SPLM regatta was initiated to allow southerners and Kiwis to escape to the warmer

World Championship. This year the World Masters will be held in October at Hyéres, France

and the SPLM offers one of the few Australian pre-world regattas for intending competitors.

Conditions in Brisbane for the SPLM are normally clear blue sky and light winds, with the

potential for 15 to 20 knots westerlies. The average July maximum temperature in Brisbane

is 21 °C and, being our dry season, rain is unlikely.
